Israeli and American Reform congregations celebrate 

the holiday of Simchat Torah (literally ñJoy of Torahò) 

on the eighth and final day of Sukkot.  Simchat Torah is 

dedicated to completing the yearly cycle of public Torah 

reading and starting it again. 

 

The first mention of such a cycle appears in the Bible, in 

Deuteronomy, where Moses instructs the tribe of Levi 

and the elders of Israel to gather all the people for a  

public reading from portions of the Torah once every 

seven years. 

 

During the Talmudic era, by the 7th century C.E., Jews 

in the Land of Israel and Babylonia began to read the 

entire Torah in public, continuing until all the Five 

Books of Moses were completed.  They divided the  

Torah into 54 weekly portions.  (Because the number of 

portions exceeds the number of weeks in a given year, 

more than one portion is read on certain weeks.)  In  

Hebrew, the word for portion is parshah (plural, parshi-

yot). 

 

At Temple Beth David, the Torah is read according to a 

seven-year cycle.  Each of the 54 parshiyot (portions) is 

divided into seven sections.  On year one of the cycle, 

we read the first section of each parshah.  On year two, 

the second section, and so on, until we reach year seven.  

 

This October, on Simchat Torah, we will complete our 

seven-year cycle of readings. This is a great moment, 

and Temple Beth David plans to celebrate!  Please join 

us for the following special events: 

 

1. The Simchat Torah holiday celebration is on 

Thursday evening, September 30, at 7:00 p.m.  

We will read from the last section of  

Deuteronomy, roll the Torah back, and then read 

from the first section of Genesis.  

 

2.     On Saturday morning, October 2, there will be 

  a  Siyyum (Learning Celebration).  Join 4 (or 

  more) local rabbis as they discuss ñWhy I Love 

  the Torah; Teaching My Favorite Torah Text.ò  

  Please bring a bag lunch.  Services will begin at 

  10:30, with the Siyyum at  noon.   

 

This year, as Temple Beth David marks itsô 50th  

anniversary, please join in these exciting events!  A 

great deal of planning and preparation is underway to 

make them special and meaningful for everyone.  I look 

forward to learning with you.

LôShana Tovah, or Happy New Year.  It is that time 

again.  How wonderful, the cycle of the old year is 

coming to an end, with 5771 about to begin.  The  

awe-inspiring sound of the shofar and the sweet taste of 

honey delight the senses.  Friends and family gather 

around the festive meal and congregate in the syna-

gogue.  Whether you have family traditions that date 

back over the generations or this is your first High 

Holiday celebration, the excitement is palpable.  The 

buzz in the air and the opportunity to start anew, with 

the strength of a congregation of Jews behind you, is an 

experience not to be missed. 

 

Our High Holiday services, led by Rabbi Berry and 

Cantorial Soloist Howard Worona, accompanied by the 

Adult Choir and our wonderful organist, Gingy Grimes, 

are very special.  The deeply-moving prayers and 

hymns resonate with us all year long. 

 

We begin the High Holiday season with Selichot on 

September 4 at 9:30 p.m.  Prior to the midnight service, 

we will gather in the social hall to prepare for Selichot 

by watching the film A Serious Man, a black comedy 

focusing on the themes of lifeôs reflections and mean-

ing.

Jewish Apple Cake  

 
Original Recipe Yield 1 -10 inch tube cake  

  

Ingredients 

3 cups all-purpose flour 

1/2 teaspoon salt 

2 1/2 teaspoons baking powder 

2 cups white sugar 

1 cup vegetable oil 

4 eggs 

1/4 cup orange juice 

2 teaspoons vanilla extract 

3 apples - peeled, cored and sliced 

2 teaspoons ground cinnamon 

5 teaspoons white sugar 

 

 

Directions 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees F (175 degrees C). 

Grease and flour one 10 inch tube pan. Combine the 

ground cinnamon and 5 teaspoons of the sugar to-

gether and set aside.  

In a large mixing bowl, combine the flour, salt, 

baking powder and 2 cups of the sugar. Stir in the 

vegetable oil, beaten eggs, orange juice and vanilla. 

Mix well.  

Pour 1/2 of the batter into the prepared pan. Top 

with 1/2 of the sliced apples and  

sprinkle with 1/2 of the cinnamon sugar mixture. 

Pour the remaining batter over the top and layer the 

remaining sliced apples and cinnamon sugar.  

Bake at 350 degrees F (175 degrees C) for 70 to 

90 minutes.

Several motions have been approved by the Board of 

Trustees and congregation over the past few months. 

 

On May 26 at the Board of Trustees meeting, Artie 

Fleishman made a motion to disburse up to $700 from 

the Naomi Fleishman Camp Fund for distributions to 

applicants.  The motion carried. 

 

Also at that meeting, Barbara Erickson was accepted 

as a new member. 

 

At the June 16 special Congregational meeting, there 

were two motions: 

 

Audrey Alberts secured approval of disburse-

ments of up to $6,500 from the Marlene  

Forman Torah Fund for the repair of our 75-

year-old Ashkenazi / Polish scroll, and related 

programming, dnuring the 2010 ï 2011 fiscal 

year. 

 

Claire Marshall moved to appropriate up to 

$3000 from the Marlene Forman Torah Fund 

to repair our other two Kosher Torah scrolls, in 

the 2010 ï 2011 fiscal year.  This motion also 

carried. 

 

 

At the June Board of Trustees meeting, these motions 

were passed: 

 

Audrey Albertsô motion to increase insurance 

coverage for two of our three Torah scrolls, by 

$20-22,000 for the 40-year-old Sephardic / 

Israeli scroll, and $20-35,000 for the 75-year-

old Ashkenazi / Polish scroll. 

 

Treasurer Sara Winthrop asked the Board to 

approve supplemental budgets for several line 

items which went over-budget last year.  The 

money would come from other line items that 

were not fully expended. 

 

Two motions were approved at the July Board of  

Trustees meeting: 

Sara Zwicker asked the Board to appropriate 

no more than $100 from the Price Library 

Fund for the purchase of 6 copies of The Art of 

Torah Cantillation, one for each of our bônei 

mitzvah tutors, plus a reference copy for the 

Temple library, for the purpose of  

standardizing the trope that our bônei mitzvah 

are taught. 

For the second motion, Sara moved for  

disbursal of no more than $1500 from the  

Special Education Fund, for the services of 

Lindsey Bell as a classroom aide for the 7th 

grade class.

Last 

monthôs barbeque and service ñunder the starsò in Rosieôs Garden was a wonderful and  

meaningful experience for all who attended, and gave prospective new members a sense of the 

warmth and of the community that characterize our congregation. 

 While open houses and special services are most worthwhile, even better would be the introduc-

tion of potential members to the Temple during events that regularly occur, including, but not lim-

ited to, services, Adult Education programs, and Sunday breakfasts.  Many of our events are open 

to the public at large, so why not bring friends along to these events?

Sam Seif, Holocaust Survivor 
 Sam Seif, Temple Beth David long-time member Annette Sarnessian's Uncle, lived a long and 

varied life. He passed away a few months ago and Annette shared with me some of the stories and 

photographs detailing his life. I thought it would be interesting to share his story with the Temple 

Beth David community. Thank you so much to Jenette Calhoun for her hard work putting this  

article together!

 Sam Seif was born on March 13, 1920 in Blashka, Poland. He survived Auschwitz, Novisons 

(a smaller, satellite concentration camp in Krakow) and Plashov. Sam was born into a large family 

and life was very difficult. During his time in Auschwitz, he worked for the German army where 

he met Officer Fischer, who kept Sam alive during his time in the camp. He also allowed him to 

walk close to the camp fence so he could see his wife and children. Interestingly, by the fence 

there was a cherry tree and Officer Fischer would allow Sam to throw cherries over the fence to 

his family. For obvious reasons, cherries took on an important meaning in Sam's life. Eventually, 

because he was kind to many of the camp prisoners, Officer Fischer was arrested. Sam was sent to 

another concentration camp, but never forgot his kindness.  

 Thankfully, Sam Seif survived the concentration camps of Europe along with his family. He 

emigrated to the United States on April 24, 1950. Sam worked hard in America and became the 

owner and founder of Dotty's Variety Store in New Bedford, MA for 18 years. He also was a long

-time member of Ahavath Achim Synagogue. He passed away in February of 2010, one month 

shy of his 90th birthday.  

 Sam Seif was a hero to his family. He danced on Hitler's grave by living a long life and  by  his 

survivors-- 2 children, 7 grandchildren, and 3 great-grandchildren!!!!  He also is survived by 

many nieces and nephews.  There never was a gentler, warmer, kinder man.  He was loved by 

ALL who knew him!! Annette remembers him with great love and affection.
